The person history service gives the consumer the capability to retrieve historical information concerning particular person details like name, civil state, nationality. 

Two organisation managing authentic sources have been defined to manage person details:
· The national registry: managing person details of people subscribed to a Belgian administrative authority, i.e. a municipality or embassy
· The CBSS: managing person details of people unsubscribed to a Belgian administrative authority, i.e. a municipality or embassy or people not residing in a Belgian municipality

In the ideal situation the person history service should identify the periods for which either one of the authentic sources is mastering the person details. The response is a composition of consulting both sources.

The CBSS is in the event of preparing collecting historical information. The service currently only will offer information from the national registry and will not take care of the period either one of the authentic sources is master of the data.
The first implementation of the service applies to the information of the national registry and does not take care of ‘scratched person’.

Chapter ‘Basic concepts’ describes the general approach concerning historical information.

The person history service returns a consumer historical information per business entity, i.e. a logical group (subject) of person details like name, civil state or nationality.
The person details name, civil state and nationality are legal data. Modifications to the name, civil state or nationality are the consequence of a change in the legal situation of a person or lead to a change of the legal situation of the person.
The response of a get history operation will contain a list of modification dates, values of the business entity and references to the legal event or legal documents justifying the modification.

The history includes the actual situation.

The operation returns the name history of a person including the actual state. 
The name history of a person contains a list of modification dates. Per modification date the last and first names and a reference to the event introducing the name change are given.

The operation returns the civil state history of a person including the actual state.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The operation returns the nationality history of a person including the actual state. A person can have multiple nationalities at the same time.
The nationality history of a person contains a list of modification dates. Per modification date a list of nationalities (a person can have multiple nationalities) and references to the document introducing the nationality change are given.

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The figure above is a limited view on the person data mode;, limited to the business entities handled by the person history service.
Some of the detailed capabilities are greyed out; those are applicable in future versions of the service.
The history is limited to the period the person has been registered. Foreigners for example have an incomplete history; the date of the oldest situation might correspond to the date the information has been registered the first time.

[bookmark: _Toc324248169][bookmark: _Toc328564959]Data set of the history of a business entity
Historical information extends a business entity with an event date, the date the values of a business entity is changing and eventually a reference to a legal event supporting the change.

The response of a ‘get history’ operation will therefor return a list of business entities preceded by the date of change and if applicable per change a reference to a legal event.
Some examples:
· In case of a name change the persons last and first names change at a particular date. The name change is introduced by a judgment of a court or an adoption document or …
· A change of the civil state is support by a legal event like marriage, divorce, cohabitation or decease

The current entities for names, civil state and nationality are reused if possible for the history service; the civil state requires an additional link to the partner identified by a person number and/or the minimal identification criteria (name, birthdate and gender).
Appropriate attributes will be part of the history to derive the origin of the information; the management of person details in more than one authentic source will require additional attributes
